Rules for Granting Internal Scholarships 

for Postgraduate Studies 

*only for Cyprus permanent residents

The Rules governing internal scholarships for postgraduate studies at the University derive from Article 29 of the Law on the University of Technology and Article 40 of the Rules of Studies and Academic Affairs. 

1.     Type of scholarships 

From the gross revenues arising each year from tuition fees for postgraduate programmes, the University grants scholarships that cover full or partial tuition fees: 

Social Support Scholarships, based on the family socio-economic status of postgraduate students 

Excellence Scholarships, based on the academic performance of students before and during their studies at graduate programmes of the University 

2. Number of scholarships 

2.1 The number of Social Support Scholarships granted corresponds to an approximate 12% of the total active student positions in all postgraduate programmes for each academic year. 

2.2 The number of Excellence Scholarships granted corresponds to an approximate 12% of the total active student positions in the postgraduate programmes of the relevant Department or School for each academic year. . 

It is understood that the number of scholarships also takes into account the actual income from the postgraduate programmes. 

3. Award criteria 
3.1 For the Social Support Scholarships, the criterion is the family's socio-economic status of the student. The point allocation system criteria appointed by the University are applicable for granting various allowances.  

3.2 For the Excellence Scholarships, the criteria laid down by each School are applicable and valid for all the School's programmes. In any case, candidates must obtain an average mark of over 7.5/10 in the first cycle for Master's programmes and 7.5/10 in the first and/or second cycle for PhD programmes. 

Following recommendation of the Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service, the Rectorate Council may award a (full or partial) scholarship to candidate students with the highest distinctions in sports in accordance with the criteria defined by the Cyprus Sports Organization (CSO) and evaluated by the Sports Office of the University. 

 
 
4 . Scholarship form 

4.1 All scholarships are granted in a full (100%) or partial (50%) tuition coverage form. 

4.2 Scholarships are granted upon start of each student’s attendance.  

It is understood that any fees paid shall be refunded to those who have been deemed beneficiaries. 

It is also understood that a student cannot be beneficiary of a full scholarship in both categories (social support scholarship and excellence scholarship). 

5. Scholarship interruption
5.1 For Social Support Scholarships in postgraduate programmes, the scholarship is interrupted if the student does not ensure an average mark of at least 6.5/10 at the end of each semester, if in full-time for the first two semesters if in part-time for the first six semesters. 

5.2 For Excellence Scholarships in postgraduate programmes, the scholarship is interrupted if the student does not ensure an average mark of at least 7.5 /10 at the end of each semester, if in full-time for the first two semesters if in part-time for the first six semesters.  
5.3 For PhD Programmes, the Social Support Scholarship or Excellence Scholarship is interrupted if the student fails the Comprehensive Examination and/or does not submit an Annual Progress Report (as mentioned in the PostGraduate Rules) and/or does not meet the requirements of the Programme, upon suggestion of the School’s Research Advisor and approval of the Department.

5.4 In case of scholarship interruption, before beginning of the next semester, the student is informed by the Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service for the reasons of the Scholarship being interrupted and for the amount to be paid until the completion of the his/her studies. The amount is a function of the amount of tuition fees (per credit unit) in the semester of admission and the credit units remaining until the completion of the programme. If the student plans to continue his/her studies, he/she should be able to pay the tuition fees for the remaining credit units. 

5.5 In case of failure in a postgraduate module, the student is not obliged to pay tuition fees for repeating the module.   

5.6 The scholarship holders in doctoral programmes for which module attendance is compulsory, are not obliged to pay tuition fees for these modules, provided that they maintain their scholarship. 

6. Applications submission and evaluation procedure 

6.1       For Social Support Scholarships, the applications are submitted at the beginning of each academic year to the competent office of the Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service by those enjoying a student status at a postgraduate programme of the University. The scholarship application, which must be accompanied by all the necessary supporting documents, shall be point awarded based on to the defined point allocation criteria by the Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service. Depending on the number of scholarships available and point allocation, the Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service suggests the scholarships’ allocation to the Senate Committee of Student Welfare and Student Residence Function.  

6.2       The Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service notifies each student in writing about the results of their application. Upon completion of the process, the Senate and the Council are informed accordingly and the overall application table on points award and allocation of scholarships is published on the University's website. Within one week from the date of notification on the application’s results, the students may submit a substantiated objection which is examined by the Senate Student Welfare Committee. 

6.3       The applications for Excellence Scholarships are submitted at the beginning of each academic year to the competent Office of the Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service by students being active at a University postgraduate programme. Applications are archived and transmitted to the relevant Departments for decision-making based on the individual criteria of each School. The Departments notify the Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service in writing about their decisions and the Service informs accordingly the applicants in writing.   Within one week from the notification on the application’s results, students may submit a substantiated objection, which is examined by the Senate Student Welfare Committee. The advanced payment and the installments of the tuition fees are not linked to the submission of applications for a scholarship. Each student is required to pay the tuition fees in accordance with the specified timetable and, in case of a scholarship being awarded, any tuition fees paid will be refunded accordingly.  
7. Invoices and Credits 

7.1 The Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service initially and occasionally informs the Finance Services for the scholarship holder postgraduate students for purposes of charging and tuition fees collection. 

7.2 Students whose scholarship is interrupted for the reasons mentioned in Article 5 above are charged according to the credits remaining until the completion of the programme. The payment of the tuition fees is regulated by the student's agreement with the Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service and the relevant notification of the Finance Services, based on the defined tuition fees payoff policy.
