1.                 Right to apply 

The right to apply is reserved for high school or equivalent secondary education school graduates coming from Greece who participated in the Pan-Hellenic examinations during the same year of application or in the previous two years. 

                                                                                          
2.                 Application procedure 

 
The candidates submit their application electronically in a joint procedure that takes place on a date notified by the Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service of the Cyprus University of Technology and the University of Cyprus. 

 
Based on the Orientation Group of modules chosen at the Lyceum (Humanities, Sciences, Economics and Informatics) and the access modules in which they have been examined (4 or 5) in the Pan-Hellenic Examinations, candidates from Greece choose their study programmes. The access conditions to the undergraduate programmes of the Cyprus University of Technology are shown in Table 1 below, while the programmes’ variety based on the Scientific Fields is illustrated in Table 2 below. 

 
Candidates who have been examined in 4 access modules have access to programmes of one single scientific field, while candidates who have been examined in 5 modules have access to programmes of two scientific fields. The selection of study programmes can be in any possible order, regardless of the scientific field they belong. 

 

Candidates may choose up to ten (10) study programmes included in ONE (1) or TWO (2) Scientific Fields. Preference numbering must be continuous, starting with number 1. No gaps or repeats of numbers of preference are allowed.

In case some positions are not filled, a second distribution may be carried out. A relevant announcement is posted at the end of August, and all candidates of initial distribution receive a relevant e-mail.
