	   GENERAL INFORMATION  

	 
	 
	 

	 
	1.1 
	An interuniversity programme is implemented in cooperation between the University and at least one other Higher Education Institution in Cyprus or abroad.    If the cooperation partners come mainly from the European Union and / or the implementation of the programme falls within a specific European Union programme, then the programme can be considered as a European interuniversity cooperation programme.   European interuniversity cooperation programmes   involve at least two other European Union universities, they are part of European Union programmes and may be taught in an international language. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	1.2 
	Interuniversity programmes include the mobility of learners and / or teaching staff as a compulsory element. Exempted are the inter-university programmes for which the necessity of mobility is abolished, due to the use of distance education tools and other teaching methods for distance learning modules. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	1.3 
	In interuniversity programmes, each learner needs to carry out a substantial part of his / her studies at one or more institutions other than his / her home institution. 

	 
	 

	 
	 

	2. 
	COOPERATION PROTOCOL 

	 
	                                

	 
	To conduct a unified interuniversity programme, a corporate protocol of cooperation is required between the University and the partner institution or institutions, which amongst others should include the following: 

	 
	 

	 
	2.1        
	The content and requirements of the joint programme, both in purely academic terms, as well as in terms of mobility of students and, possibly the teaching staff.    It is understood that the programme should meet the requirements of the European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System (ECTS).    It is also understood that the programme as a joint programme of all partners shall be mutually recognizable by all partners. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	2.2        
	The economic aspect of the agreement, which, among other things, should refer to the provisions on the payment of tuition fees by students.    It is understood that the University has the ability to differentiate the tuition fees from those provided in the corresponding normal programmes of the University in order to adapt them to the specific cases of interuniversity programmes.    If the tuition fees payable at the University are higher than those provided for in the corresponding regular programmes of the University, and the payment of the additional amount is borne by the students themselves, then special approval by the Council of Ministers is required. 


	 
	 
	 

	 
	2.3 
	The provisions and arrangements towards the mutual hospitality of the students (and possibly the teaching staff) in the partner institutions. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	2.4 
	The academic calendar to govern the programme.    It is understood that the University may, within reasonable limits, apply a different than normal calendar towards conducting interuniversity programmes in order to ensure compatibility with the partner institutions and to meet possible limitations set by the external financier, eg. the European Union, where applicable. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	2.5 
	The structure and content of learning agreements of the students. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	2.6 
	The title to be awarded to the students who meet the requirements of the programme and if the award of the title will be jointly (joint degree). It is understood that the University accepts the award of titles jointly with other higher institutions ( joint   degrees ), where a single diploma is awarded to the student, signed by all the Rectors of the partner institutions.  

	 
	 
	 

	 
	2.7 
	The structure and content of the Diploma Supplement, which will accompany the title of each graduate student of the programme. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	 
	The cooperation protocol is approved by the Senate, following recommendation by the Rectorate Council regarding the academic part of the cooperation as well as recommendation by the International Relations Committee regarding the involved mobility of participants. In case the cooperation protocol has adopted the draft protocol, the approval of the International Relations Committee is not required.

	INTEGRATED  INTERUNIVERSITY  PROGRAMMES 

	 
	 

	 
	The following articles concern the integrated interuniversity programmes.    Provided that these are the prime category of interuniversity programmes, where a reference to interuniversity programme is not expressly stated, this shall imply "integrated interuniversity programmes". 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	3.1        
	For the implementation of non-integrated interuniversity programmes, it is also required to sign a corporate cooperation protocol, which, mutatis mutandis, covers the points mentioned in the article for integrated interuniversity programmes.  

	 
	 
	 

	 
	3.2 
	Interuniversity programmes are permissible for each course (undergraduate courses, postgraduate courses, PhD. courses).  

	 
	 
	 

	 
	3.3 
	The general rules for the exchange of students lay down the provisions regarding the mobility of students in the framework of the normal programmes of the University.   These rules are not applicable necessarily in the context of interuniversity programmes. The general provision on student mobility in an interuniversity programme is that students may elaborate up to two-thirds of their programme outside the University. Therefore, at least one third of their programme should be elaborated at the University since they will have to attend a substantial part of studies in at least one of the partner institutions. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	3.4 
	A student attending a Ph.D. interuniversity programme, may have a second Research Advisor in one of the partner institutions, along with the Research Advisor at the University.    It is understood that the student will elaborate a substantial part of his / her programme, mainly in respect of his / her Doctoral dissertation, at the external Advisor’s institution.    The External Research Advisor may also be an external member of the five-member Examination Board for the student's dissertation. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	3.5 
	If a student of the University who attends an interuniversity programme, needs to pay tuition fees outside the University for the part of studies drawn up in one of the partner institutions, then the student is exempted from paying tuition fees at the University for the said part of his/her programme. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	3.6        
	As far as the academic part is concerned, an interuniversity programme should meet the rules and conditions governing the relevant programme category when same is elaborated in the normal way, mutatis mutandis in relation to the required mobility.   In particular, the conditions relating to the workload of students (in   ECTS   units) and their allocation to modules, dissertations should be met. If the provisions of an interdisciplinary programme of an academic field are not fully consistent with the specific institutional framework of the University, then the approval of the deviations is required from the Senate.   The approval is an essential prerequisite for the implementation of the programme.
