After successful completion of integrated curricula in polytechnic, agronomic, technological or other field, a Diploma in Engineering or a Diploma in Agriculture is awarded accordingly. 

 

The workload of an integrated curriculum is (300) three hundred credit units. These curricula consist of two distinct consecutive and independent parts, the first part being an intermediate part of a first cycle programme leading to a Degree award, and the second part being in between the first and second cycle and leads to a Diploma award.

	The award of postgraduate degrees is approved by the Council of the Department and is subject to the approval of the Senate.

	4.1 
	The allowed maximum time for completion of a second cycle programme is eight (8) academic semesters. The duration of suspension or termination of studies is not included in the period of eight (8) academic semesters. 	The minimum duration of a postgraduate programme leading to a Ph.D. degree award is six (6) academic semesters, while the maximum duration of studies is sixteen (16) academic semesters. The duration of suspension or termination of studies is not included in the period of sixteen (16) academic semesters.

	INTERNAL RULES OF DEPARTMENTS AND DEPARTMENTAL STUDIES COMMITTEE 

	 
	 

	 
	5.1 
	Each Department may regulate through specific internal rules not contradicting with the current rules on Studies and Academic Affairs of the University, the criteria and the procedure for new students’ admission, the requirements of postgraduate study programmes, including the number of credit units to be obtained from the student as well as any other criteria for obtaining the relevant degree, how to establish and operate the departmental committee responsible for postgraduate academic affairs, the appointment of academic and research advisors, the process of preparing and evaluating Masters’ theses, the process of elaborating and evaluating the comprehensive examination, etc. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	5.2 
	The postgraduate programmes of each Department are supervised by (at least) a three-member Postgraduate Studies Committee, whose term of office is two years.    The committee is appointed by the Council of the Department, which ensures the rotation of the members of the Committee. Members of the said three-member Committee may be members of the academic staff of the Department serving at the academic rank of Professor, Associate Professor, Assistant Professor or Lecturer. For the Language Center, members can also be from the Special Education Staff (SES) .  

	 
	 
	 

	 
	5.3 
	The Chair of the Postgraduate Studies Committee coordinates all postgraduate programmes.  For each Postgraduate Programme, one member of the Teaching and Research staff may be appointed as a Coordinator. The Chair and other members of the Postgraduate Studies Committee and the Coordinators are appointed by the Council of the Department. 

	 
	 
	 

	 
	5.4 
	Inter-departmental postgraduate programmes are supervised by all the members of the Committees of the relevant Departments. The admitted students are allocated to the departments concerned through the said enlarged Committee.

	Applicants who hold a degree from a recognized university have the right to apply.    Also, applicants who expect to be awarded a recognized degree or a studies completion certificate or meet any other conditions required by the curriculum, will have the right to apply by the end of the week preceding the week of registrations.

	The position of a student who has not submitted all the required certificates by the end of the week preceding the week of registrations is declared as “vacant” and is offered to the first runner-up if a list of runners-up for that programme is applicable.

	The application is submitted electronically to the University Portal. The Academic Affairs and Student Welfare Service checks the applications and forwards them to the Department to be studied by a Teaching and Research staff member designated as Coordinator of each Programme and by its Postgraduate Studies Committee.    The suggestions of the Coordinator and the Postgraduate Studies Committee are submitted to the Council of the Department for approval. The workload of a study programme which is in the middle of the first–cycle and second-cycle courses is at least sixty (60) credit units. Successful completion of the programme results in the award of a "Postgraduate Certificate" or "Diploma In Engineering" or "Diploma in Agricultural Engineering" if the programme concerns fields of Engineering or Agriculture respectively.
